The 23rd Winter Olympics is held in PyeongChang (Republic of Korea), which runs from 9th 
to 25th February 2018. The games feature 102 events in fifteen sports disciplines, including the 
addition of big air snowboarding, mass start speed skating, mixed doubles curling, and mixed team 
alpine skiing to the Winter Olympic program. A total of 2,952 athletes from 92 National Olympic 
Committees are slated to compete, including the debut of Ecuador, Eritrea, Kosovo, Malaysia, Ni-
geria and Singapore. 
 

Chinese New Year is a very important holiday in China for families. It is celebrated in late 
January to early February (depending on the year). In 2018 Chinese New is year of the Dog and 
will be celebrated on February 16

th
.  

 

The holiday is celebrated with big family gatherings, gift giving, the eating of symbolic foods and 
display of festive decorations--all focused on bringing good luck for the New Year and celebrating 
the coming of Spring.  
Chinese New Year starts on a New Moon and ends with the lantern festival on the full moon 15 
days later. 
 

Kung Hei Fat Choy means Happy New Year in the Chinese language. Chinese New Year is popu-
larly called the Spring Festival, and the festivities last for 15 days. It is also referred to as the lunar 
New Year because it starts with the new moon on the first day of the New Year and ends with the 
full moon 15 days later. 
 

The colour red is very prominent in Chinese New Year symbols and decorations. It is believed that 
red will scare away evil spirits and drive away bad fortune. The colour Gold represents prosperity.  
 

People will pour out their money to buy presents, decorations, material, food, and clothing. It is 
also the tradition that every family thoroughly cleans the house to sweep away any ill-fortune in 
hopes to make way for good incoming luck.  
 

Windows and doors will be decorated with red colour paper-cuts and couplets with popular themes 
of "happiness", "wealth", and "longevity". 
 

On the Eve of Chinese New Year, families get together for a special feast. Food will include such 
items as pigs, ducks, chicken and sweet delicacies. 
 

The family will end the night with firecrackers. Early the next morning, children will greet their par-
ents by wishing them a healthy and happy new year, and receive money in red paper envelopes. 
The Chinese New Year tradition is a great way to reconcile by forgetting all grudges, and sincerely 
wishing peace and happiness for everyone.

Blossoming Butterflies News 

 
We would like to wish our Toddlers all the best for recently graduating to the Kindy Room at the beginning 
of February. 
 
At the same time, we have received new Toddlers from the Baby Room. The Toddler Educators are build-
ing positive, caring, and trusting relationships with all new children as they settle into their new environ-
ments. 
 
From this month, we are going to observe, plan, and implement the óEarly Years Learning Frameworkô 
curriculum as we had a host of spontaneous experiences last month.  
 
During February we are going to learn about ñòCultural / Festival Eventsò and ñNumbers / Coloursò. Our 
children are interested in the various colours that make up our spectrum. We will be engaged in many 
activities, such as book reading on these topics, songs on the smart board, matching and counting cars, 
learning about primary colours, making butterfly collages, some freehand painting, and matching number 
coded cards. 
  
We will also implement some colour mixing experiments such as; mixing a few colours in zip lock bags 
and seeing how the colours change. We will also create some coloured ice blocks and melt them in water.  
 
The Children will be engaged in a sensory experiences with rainbow rice, play dough, pasta, and much 
more. We believe that our Toddlers will have lots of fun exploring all the experiences which will enhance 
their development in colour / number recognition and science concepts.  

 
Please take your time to look around the room and view your childôs masterpieces.

Hi everyone, and a warm welcome to all families that have recently commenced their 
association with us at Kidz Club . 
 
We hope that your child is experiencing a smooth transition into their new care envi-
ronment.

Last month, our theme focused on óme.ô The children learnt all about their bodies and 
also self recognition through an array of activities and experiences that included art 
and craft.

The subject was selected following a collective response from the children in display-
ing an enthusiasm for the story; Whoever you are, Wherever you are?  
This theme will follow on from our previous theme all about me. 
 
Through a range of experiences such as: natural materials, singing songs, posters 
and reading books about different cultures the children will have an opportunity to 
learn about the diverse world around them.

We have welcomed many new children to the Kindy Room and they are settling in very well! The Room offers more extensive and 
structured routines, and the children are adjusting to this slowly. We have a few changes this year, which includes a literacy/numeracy 
corner where the children can engage in free writing, various numeracy activities, such as; patterning, sorting and working with num-
bers. The children are enjoying this corner as they can develop their skills at their own level and pace. This is an area where the chil-
dren will always achieve success in whatever they choose to do. 
 

This year we are also focusing on a letter per week where the children will participate in various activities surrounding that letter. Jolly 
Phonics is implemented on a daily basis at morning and afternoon group time. Other literacy topics that we will be looking at are story 
telling, rhyming and early punctuation (later in the year). 
Numeracy topics that we will focus on throughout the year are colours, shapes, patterning and numbers, we will focus on identifying 
numbers, counting, sequencing and basic addition. 
As part of our Community involvement with our sustainability program, Kindy children will be recycling different objects during the year 
(small boxes, stockings, etc) for construction experiences. We ask parents to support this program by providing the necessary recycla-
bles. We will inform you every month of the objects needed for these activities with the necessary information being placed in your fam-
ily communication books. 
The show and share roster has changed so please check the roster on the inside of the door and in your childôs communication books. 
Each week is a new and interesting topic,  this is to help the children and parents to work together to further their education. We relate 
the weekly topic to the childrenôs interest and the EYLF curriculum. If they have not prepared for the weekly topic we encourage the 
children to share information about the planned topic. We try to discourage the children from having free choice constantly as we feel 
they will not gain the necessary skills to extend their confidence and selfïesteem, that this program offers. The topics are displayed on 
the program wall, the internet and the door leading into the Kindy Room. 
This month we will be looking at cultural/ festival celebrations. The children have enjoyed looking at Fringe Festival, Winter Olympics 
and we have discussed Chinese New Year which is starting on the 16th February 2018, being the year of the Dog. 
The children will be participating in various activities relating to events. 
If your child has any particular interests or achievements please write it on the Parent Input form on the desk below the displayed pro-
gram, or discuss it with an Educators in the room so we can put these into our curriculum.

Accreditation Information for Parents        Changes to the National Quality Standard                                                                                     
 

01 February 2018 
Changes to the National Quality Standard (NQS) start from 1 February 2018. These are aimed at continuing promotion of 
quality education and care at child care centres Australia wide. 

The changes relate to the seven quality areas under the NQS that child cares are assessed against: 

1. Educational Program And Practice 

2. Childrenôs Health and Safety 

3. Physical Environment 

4. Staffing Arrangements 

5. Relationships with Children 

6. Collaborative Partnerships with Families and Communities 

7. Governance and Leadership. 

Changes include removal of overlap between sub-components of the seven quality areas, clarified language, amended defi-
nitions, and alterations on how the óExceedingô and óExcellentô ratings are determined. You can read the revised National 
Quality Standards. 
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
